Pour debuter cette notule, rappelons d'abord que les archives quebecoises nous
disent relativement peu de choses sur les origines du pionnier Pierre Charron,
ancetre de tres nombreuses familles Charron et Ducharme.

Ainsi, lorsqu'il epouse Catherine Pillard le 19 octobre 1665 a Montreal, Pierre
Charron affirme etre, et nous citons, «fils de Sieur Pierre Charron, maitre
megissier, et de Judith Martin, de la paroisse de St-Martin de Meaux» 1. Lors
des recensements de 1667 et 1681, il declare avoir 31 ans et 42 ans
respectivement, tandis qu'a son inhumation le 26 decembre 1700, ii est dit age
de soixante ans ou environ2; sur la foi de ces renseignement s, il pouvait done
etre ne quelque part entre 1635 et 1640.

Deux documents decouverts recemment reglen t definitivement cette question.
En outre, ils confirment clairement 1'origine protestante de Pierre Charron, deja
fortement soup<;:onnee par des decouvertes anterieures3. Enfin, ils
eclairent egalement d'un jour nouveau les evenemen ts qui ont
immediatement precede le depart de Pierre Charron pour la Nouvelle- France.

Ces documents, deux contrats notaries, ont ete decouverts dans les archives du
departement de Seine-et-Marne, en France, par I'un des auteurs de cette notule,
M. Jean-Frarn;ois Viel, lequel agissait alors,, dans le cadre d'un mandat que lui
avait confie I'Association des Charron & Ducharme' dont le second auteur est
le president. Nous commentons ci-apres ces deux actes notaries, et vous en
presentons la transcription, effectuee par M. Viel.

Document n° 1 : Vente de la maison de la Couronne sise au Grand Marche de
Meaux, par Pierre Charron a Jean Guerreau.

Meaux, 28 fevrier 1661. En presence notamment de Jean Giroust, second
epoux de sa defunte mere Judith Martin, Pierre Charron vend, pour la somme
de 105 livres tournois, payee comptant, sa part (le tiers en fait) d'une maison
situee au Grand Marche de Meaux, rue Comillon, maison dont les autres

To begin this note, let us first remember that the Quebec archives tell us
relatively little about the origins of the pioneer Pierre Charron, ancestor of
many families Charron and Ducharme.

Thus, when he married Catherine Pillard on October 19, 1665 in Montreal,
Pierre Charron claims to be, and we quote, "son of Sieur Pierre Charron,
master tanner, and Judith Martin, of the parish of St-Martin de Meaux" [1] In
the censuses of 1667 and 1681, declared 31 years old and 42 years old
respectively, while he was buried on December 26 1700, it is said age of sixty
or about 2; on the basis of this information, he could to be born somewhere
between 1635 and 1640.

Two documents recently discovered have definitively settled this question. In
addition, they clearly confirm the Protestant origin of Pierre Charron, already
strongly suspected by previous discoveries [3]. Finally, they also shed new
light on events immediately preceding the departure of Pierre Charron for
New France. ¢

These documents, two notarial contracts, have been discovered in the archives
of the department of Seine-et-Marne, in France, by one of the authors of this
note, M. Jean-Francois Viel, who then acted, in the framework of a mandate
entrusted to him by the Association of Charron & Ducharme 'whose second
author is the president. We will comment below on these two notarial acts,
and present the transcription, made by Mr. Viel.

Document #1: Sale of the Crown House located at the Grand Marche de
Meaux, by Pierre Charron to Jean Guerreau.

Meaux, 28 February 1661. In the presence of Jean Giroust, second husband of
his late mother Judith Martin, Pierre Charron sells, for the sum of 105 pounds
Tournois, paid cash, his share (the third in fact) of a house located at the
Grand Marche de Meaux, rue Comillon, a house whose other owners are the

Les anciens etaient des lai"cs charges,
avec le pasteur, de veiller sur la compagnie des fideles et d'exercer la
discipline. Ce fait prouve hors de tout doute que Pierre Charron a

ete baptisee dans la «religion pretendue reformee», comme on disait a I'epoque.

Document n° 2 : Donation d' une maison sise au Grand Marche de Meaux, par
Pierre Charron a son cousin Nicolas Mansart.

Meaux, 9 avril 1661. Visiblement, Pierre Charron met de 1'ordre a ses affaires.
Moins de six semaines apres la vente effectuee le 28 fevrier, il donne a un
parent, Nicolas Mansart, une autre maison egalement situee au Grand Marche
de Meaux, tout juste derriere 1'eglise St-Martin. Le notaire qui rectige ce
contrat est meticuleux: pour notre plus grand benefice, ii precise (lignes 2 et 3)
que le certificat baptistaire de Pierre Charron (sans doute le meme que pour le
contrat precedent) demontre qu'il est ne le 21 octobre 1635, et qu'il ffit baptise
le 28 octobre de la meme annee. Qui plus est, le notaire prend soin de nous
informer (lignes 20 et 21) que Pierre Charron s'apprete a faire un voyage dont
il n'est pas certain de revenir.

Comme nous l'avons vu, Pierre Charron a declare lors de son mariage etre de la
paroisse St-Martin de Meaux. Or si cette eglise catholique etait effectivement
situee au creur du Grand Marche, le quarrier protestant de Meaux ou
demeuraient depuis longtemps presque route sa famille, Pierre Charron lui-
meme n 'etait pas catholique. Pretendre qu'il etait de cette paroisse constituait
un jeu de mots habile, lorsqu'on sait que Louis XIV avait resolu de n'accepter
que des catholiques en Nouvelle-France . Quoi qu'il en soit, cette declaration
fut peut-etre a la source de 1'objection qui fut emise lors de la publication des
bans de son marriage [4].

En ce debut d'annee 1661, Pierre Charron se prepare done a partir et ii regle ses
affaires en consequence. S'il donne une maison, c'est peut-etre qu'il n'a plus le
temps de la vendre. Or nous ne retrouvons sa trace en Nouvelle-France que le 2
octobre 1662, au moment ou il s'engage a defricher"C}uatre arpents de terre
sur la terre des seigneurs de Montreal. A-t-il quitte la France en 1661 ou en

heirs of Gilles and Etienne Charron, his uncles, his father's father. As this
contract indicates in the second line, Pierre Charron is then of age, since he is
more than 25 years old, which he proves by presenting an extract of his
baptismal register. It is therefore not before February 28, 1636.

Let's also remember the following: this excerpt is signed "Cousin". As other
research shows, it is actually Isaac Cousin, one of the former Reform Church
of Meaux. The elders were responsible, together with the pastor, for watching
over the company of the faithful and exercising discipline, which proves
beyond doubt that Pierre Charron was baptized in the "allegedly reformed
religion", as it was said at the time.

Document n ° 2: Donation of a house located at the Grand Marche de Meaux,
by Pierre Charron to his cousin Nicolas Mansart.

Meaux, April 9, 1661. Obviously, Pierre Charron is ordering his business.
Less than six weeks after the sale made on February 28, he gives to a parent,
Nicolas Mansart, another house also located at the Grand Marche de Meaux,
just behind St. Martin's Church. The notary who tricks this contract is
meticulous: for our greatest benefit, it specifies (lines 2 and 3) that the
baptismal certificate of Pierre Charron (probably the same as for the previous
contract) shows that he is not on October 21 1635, and that he was baptized
on October 28th of the same year. What's more, the notary takes care of us
inform (lines 20 and 21) that Pierre Charron is preparing to take a trip of
which he is not sure to come back.

As we have seen, Pierre Charron declared during his marriage to be from the
parish of St-Martin de Meaux. But if this Catholic Church was indeed located
at the heart of the Grand Marche, the Protestant quarry of Meaux or had
remained for a long time almost his family, Pierre Charron himself was not a
Catholic. To pretend that he was of this parish constituted a play of clever
words, when one knows that Louis XIV had resolved to accept only Catholics
in New France. In any case, this statement was perhaps at the source of the
objection that was issued during the publication of the banns of his

Marriage [4].

At the beginning of the year 1661, Pierre Charron was preparing to leave, and
he settled his affairs accordingly. If he gives a house, maybe he does not have
time to sell it anymore. Where we find his trace in New France only on
October 2, 1662, at the moment when he undertakes to clear "This land on the
land of the Seigneurs of Montreal." Did he leave France in 1661 or the
