This was a tough one. He was born as Jean Baptiste Girouard dit Villemaire; used the name John 

Gilmore all his life; except at St Josephs where the priests always entered Villemaire or Vilmair, 

Vilmer etc; and he died as John Villemaire. His gravestone says John Villemare. The Civil War 

Pension records have John Gillmar alias John Velmar!

Girouard at St Jean Baptiste, Rouville, Quebec 
 
Son of Charles Girouard and Josephte Poudret , wed 6 
Feb 1826 at St Jean Baptiste, Rouville, Quebec 
 
Parents wed as Charles Girouard dit Villemaire and 
Josephte Poudret dit Lavigne 
 
1859 Immigrated to the US per the 1900 census. 
 
4 Dec 1863 enlisted 
9 Dec 1863 enlisted in the 1st VT Cavalry, Company A 
as a Private 
5 Jul 1863 wounded  
17 Feb 1865 Discharged due to wounds 
 
John Gillmar has $18 month pension, lost l. leg. 
 
1870 Census - John Gilmore in Huntington with wife 
Julia, Anna and Franklin 
 
1880 Census - John Gilmore in Colchester with wife 
Julia, Anna, Franklin, George & Estelle 
 
1890 Veteran Schedule - John Gilmore - Private Co. A 

VT Cav. (1 yr 2 mths and 13 days) living at Malletts Bay in Colchester, VT. Amputation of left leg. 
Gunshot wound. 
 
1900 Census - John Gilmore in Colchester  with wife Julia, Herbert, Harry 15, and Maud 10 
 
1910 Census - John Villemaire living at 11 Poplar St in Burlington, VT with wife Julia and Amanda  
Troville age 20 their grandaughter; born of her daughter Anna who died in 1890 
 
Sometimes listed as a  Farmer;  Sometimes a Shoemaker especially later in life. 
 
20 Feb 1915 Died as John Villemaire in Burlington, VT   age 71 years 6 months 24 days  
27 Feb 1917 Died as Julia Villemaire in Burlington, VT   age 71 8 months and 1 day
